O problema central desta tese esta no
letramento de alunos surdos, o que
levou a reflexdo sobre a constituicdo
do pensamento atraves de signos e
seus possiveis significados construi-
dos socialmente. Faz-se a tentativa de
preencher a lacuna apontada por Le-
bedeff (2010) sobre quais seriam as
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ABSTRACT

The central concern in this thesis
is in the literacy of deaf students,
which led to the consideration of
the constitution of thought
through signs and its possible
socially constructed meanings. It
is focused on the attempt to fill
the gap pointed by Lebedeff
(2010) on which would the peda-
gogical practices be from the
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praticas pedagdgicas advindas da ne-
cessidade discursiva da experiéncia
visual da surdez e a quais eventos de
letramento visual se referem esses
discursos. Os objetivos especificos da
pesquisa foram os seguintes: 1. ldenti-
ficar as caracteristicas das préaticas
pedagogicas dos instrutores surdos em
atuacdo nas escolas-piloto de educa-
¢ao bilingue no municipio do Rio de
Janeiro; 2. Analisar as inter-relagdes
entre as praticas pedagogicas dos ins-
trutores surdos com o letramento vi-
sual ou 0 uso de recursos apoiados em
imagens. 3. Caracterizar as praticas
pedagdgicas negociadas com o profes-
sor (ouvinte) junto ao instrutor surdo.
Contudo, verificamos que ha outras
praticas que estdo ocorrendo diante de
fatores, tais como a forte tendéncia
autobiografica do surdo, manifesta na
construcdo de narrativas surdas em
uma linguagem propria, 0 que envolve
ndo somente a lingua de sinais ou lin-
gua escrita (portuguesa). Para a com-
preensdo das negociacfes de sentido,
parte-se para a linguagem de intera-
cOes que é fator fundamental a com-
preensdo da comunicacdo e da socia-
bilidade; estas ndo se concretizam
somente por meios e suportes, mas
também mediada por interpretagdes,
anseios e conflitos. Diante dessa pers-
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discursive need of the visual
experience of deafness and to
which visual literacy events these
discourses refer to. The specific
objectives of the research were:
1. To identify the characteristics
of the pedagogical practices of
the deaf instructors acting in pilot
schools of bilingual education in
the city of Rio de Janeiro; 2. To
analyze the interrelationships
between the pedagogical practic-
es of the deaf instructors with
visual literacy or the use of re-
sources supported by images. 3.
To describe the pedagogical
practices negotiated with the
teacher (listener) together with
the deaf instructor. However, we
found out that are other practices
that are occurring in the face of
these factors such as the strong
autobiographical tendency of the
deaf individuals, expressed by the
construction of deaf narratives in
their own language, which in-
volves not only sign language or
written language (Brazilian Por-
tuguese). To understand the ne-
gotiations of meaning, we set out
to the language of interactions,
which is a key factor in under-
standing the communication and
sociability; these are realized not
only by means and media, but
also mediated by interpretations,
desires and conflict. Given this
perspective we considered that
the deaf individuals are in a pro-
cess of ritual imbalance and we
approached games of interaction
in a Goffman language (1981,
1985, 1988, 2011). We were
motivated to address this com-
plex panorama, in research, in
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pectiva, consideramos que 0s surdos
encontram-se em um processo de de-
sequilibrio ritual e abordamos os jo-
gos de interacdo em uma linguagem
goffmaniana (1981, 1985, 1988,
2011). Motivou-nos abordar esse pa-
norama complexo em escolas regula-
res onde foram validadas etapas me-
todoldgicas sucessivas: 1. Conheci-
mento do contexto arquiteténico, hu-
mano e tecnolégico das escolas; 2.
Apresentacdo da educacéo bilingue ao
diretor e coordenador pedagdgico; 3.
Acompanhamento das salas de recur-
sos, pela pesquisa, de modo a docu-
mentar a bidocéncia por meio dos
registros filmicos; 4. Construgdo de
material de formacgdo continuada a
partir da edicdo de fotografias e fil-
magens para espaco da formagdo com
os Instrutores Surdos, Intérpretes de
LIBRAS e Professores das Salas de
Recursos; 5. Encontros anuais de
Educacdo Bilingue organizados para
400 a 600 participantes. A pesquisa
envolveu também algumas providén-
cias quanto a: equipar as salas de re-
cursos com materiais pertinentes a
surdez; capacitar professores, instruto-
res surdos e intérpretes de LIBRAS;
oferecer cursos de formacéo continua-
da em LIBRAS. Delinearam-se trés
estilos de aula: a. Expositiva em lin-
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regular schools where successive
methodological steps were vali-
dated: 1 Knowledge of architec-
tural, human, and technological
context of the schools; 2 Presen-
tation of bilingual education for
the director and pedagogical
coordinator; 3 Monitoring of
resource rooms, in order the
research, to document two teach-
ers (deaf and hearing) through the
records on film (movie); 4 Con-
struction of continuing education
material from the photo editing
and filming for training with the
deaf instructors, sign language
interpreters and teachers of re-
sources rooms; 5. Bilingual Edu-
cation Annual meetings arranged
for 400 to 600 participants. The
research also involved some steps
as: equip the rooms with resource
materials relevant to deafness;
continuing training for teachers,
deaf instructors and deaf sign
language interpreters; offer con-
tinuing education courses in sign
language. Outlining three styles
of curricula: a. Lecture in sign
language with the more tradition-
al use of presentation of subject
or theme with incremental imag-
es; b. Computerized lesson in
sign language with the use of
other media like comics, car-
toons, games and representations;
c. Dramatized lesson in sign
language with the use of scenic
resources. Whereas basic didactic
perspective assumes teaching-
learning process in its multidi-
mensionality, i.e. the political,
human and technical aspects, as
indicated by Candau (1983,
2012a), it was part of the purpose

gua de sinais com 0 uso mais tradicio-
nal de apresentacdo de assunto ou
tema com incremento de imagens; b.
Informatizada em lingua de sinais
com 0 uso de outros meios como his-
toria em quadrinhos, desenhos, jogos
e representacdes; c. Dramatizada ou
teatralizada em lingua de sinais com o
uso de recursos cénicos. Considerando
que a perspectiva fundamental da di-
datica assume 0 processo ensino-
aprendizagem em sua multidimensio-
nalidade, ou seja, 0s aspectos politico,
humano e técnico, como nos indica
Candau (1983, 2012a), enxerga-la
junto a uma parte dos instrutores sur-
dos de lingua de sinais fez parte da
proposta desta pesquisa-acdo que de-
mandou 69 incursdes a campo com
filmagens desses estilos de aula e de
recursos usados em 12 escolas-piloto
de Educacdo Bilingue no Municipio
do Rio de Janeiro. Justifica-se o esfor-
co de analise e, principalmente, de
catalogacdo dos artefatos encontrados
nas escolas pablicas municipais cario-
cas, cerne desta tese, na qual o pano
de fundo n&o deixam de ser as narrati-
vas surdas, porém ndo nos prendendo
a elas, mas a arte dos surdos e de al-
guns ouvintes em criar suportes, re-
cursos, praticas pedagogicas que cri-
am outros modos de ensino-
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of this action-research to com-
prehend it along with some of the
Deaf Instructors of the sign lan-
guage: the lesson styles and the
resources used by 12 Deaf In-
structors. They are those who
managed to promote sign lan-
guage and deaf culture, with
greater effectiveness, as the larg-
est investment of resources in
pilot schools of Bilingual Educa-
tion in the Municipality of Rio de
Janeiro. The effort of analysis is
justified and especially the cata-
loging of the artifacts found in
the public municipal schools of
Rio de Janeiro - core of this the-
sis - in which the background is
nonetheless deaf narratives, but
not holding on to them, but to the
art of deaf individuals and some
listeners in creating means, re-
sources, pedagogical practices
that create other approaches to
teaching and learning towards a
teaching of the deaf invention.
